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Elimination of Class Rank Should Benefit District 207 Students

Maine Township High School
District 20786s
tion has voted to eliminate
academic class rank, a change
that Board members and Ad-
ministrators firmly believe will
benefit many District students
as they pursue college and
university applications.

The practice of class rank is
simply to assign each student a
rank, starting at Number 1 and
going on up, based on each
student 6s
(GPA).

While class rank has a long
tradition in U.S. high schools,
many educatorsi particularly

those in the more rigorous and
higjlo penforming dchod&have a -
realized in recent years that cal-
culating and maintaining class
rank lists often prove disadvanta-
geous to many of their students.

This is primarily because some
colleges and universitiedin order
to pare down large numbers of
applicantsiihave utilized hard
and fast rules that deny consid-
eration to any student who ranks
below, for instance, the top 25

The effect for Dist. 207 schools,
with their concentration of high
performing students in a rigorous
academic setting, is that some

East, West and South seniors do
not receive the same considera-
tion from some admissions of-
fices as students who have a
higher class rank but lesser over-
all academic credentials from
another high school. In addition,
research indicates that calculat-
ing and maintaining class rank
carries with it other unintended
and undesirable consequences.
Perhaps the most common is that
some students, aware of the role
that class rank plays in university
admissions, begin to choose
