Format of Placement Exam for Students Currently in Algebra 1
Students have 3 hours to answer ~125 questions.
No calculator is allowed.

The exam is free response—students work out the problems and write their answer on a solution sheet.

There are three parts of the exam…

· Computation: ~40 questions

· Algebra 1: ~65 questions 

· Reasoning: ~20 questions 

The computation questions involve Pre-Algebra problems.

The Algebra 1 questions are based on a typical Algebra 1 textbook—

Ch 1: Expressions, Equations, and Functions

Ch 2:  Properties of Real Numbers

Ch 3:  Solving Linear Equations

Ch 4: Graphing Linear Equations

Ch 5: Writing Linear Equations

Ch 6: Solving and Graphing Linear Inequalities

Ch 7: Systems of Equations and Inequalities

Ch 8: Exponents (properties of exponents and scientific notation)

Ch 9: Polynomials and Factoring (adding, subtracting, multiplying, and factoring polynomials)

The reasoning questions include problem solving, patterns, and other questions of that nature.

Format of Placement Exam for Students Currently in Algebra 2

Students have 3 hours to answer 90 questions.

No calculator is allowed.

The exam is free response—students work out the problems and write their answer on a solution sheet.

All 90 questions are based on a typical Algebra 2 textbook—

Ch 1: Equations & Inequalities

Ch 2: Linear Equations and Functions

Ch 3: Systems of Linear Equations and Inequalities

Ch 4: Matrices and Determinants

Ch 5:  Quadratic Functions

Ch 6:  Polynomials and Polynomial Functions

Ch 7:  Powers, Roots, and Radicals
